for its scientific and mechanical purposes, the University of
Nevada was approved and designated as being authorized to pur-
chase through charles H. Gorman, Curator of the University, pure
grain alcohol for such use by the uUniversity, in conformity with
Chapter 219, Statutes of Nevada, 1921.

A1l members voted Aye.

President Clark recommended that, beginning with July 1, 1922,
for actual service, Miss Katherine Riegelhuth be transferred
from the Department of German to the Department of English

with the rank of Associate Professor in English, without change
of salary.

Mr. North made the motion and all members present voted Aye.

President Clark recommended that the courses now offered by the
Department of German should hereafter be given in connection
with course offerings in the Department now known as the Romanic
Language Department and that the name of this Department should
be changed to the Department of Modern Languages.

President Clark recommended that ther work formerly cared for in
the Department of Business Administration be consolidated with
the work in the Department of Economics and Sociology and that
the consolidated Department be known as the Department of Econom-
ics, Business and Sociology.
