when the banks closed there was $108,154.92 of which $75,071.20
is Federal Funds and $33,083.72 other University Funds.

The Federal Funds were replaced by a bond issue of $75,000.00
and the other funds by an appropriation from the Permanent Con-
struction Fund of $33,000.00, leaving a balance of $71.20 in
Federal Funds and $83.72 in other funds still to be made good to
clear the records. Authority is requested to charge the $71.20
in Federal Funds to the Station Sales account and to charge the
$83.72 1in other funds to the Regents Contingent Fund.

A profit of $62.50 was made in the redemption of bonds held by
the 90,000 Acre Grant Fund which has been credited by the State
controller to the 90,000 Acre Grant interest account.

It being the policy of the Board of Regents to build up all uni-
versity Endowment Funds so far as possible, I recommend that the
State Controller be requested to transfer this $62.50 from the
90,000 Acre Grant interest account to the 90,000 Acre Grant Fund
(principal account).

The Attorney General advises that there is no law requiring pub-
Tic deposits to be secured. He advises, nevertheless, that he
has advised all concerned to require deposits of bonds with the
State Treasurer to the full amount of the public deposits as
security for public funds in the various banks.

The Attorney General advises that the law providing for bonding
of State and County Officers in a State Bonding Company created
by the Tast LegisTature does not apply to the uUniversity.

R. Blackler for the year
beginning August 1, 1933, without pay, that he may continue
his graduate work in the School of Business Administration at
New York University.

b. Appointment of Gordon Robertson to full-time Instructorship
in Economics, Business and Sociology for the year beginning
August 1, 1933 at a salary of $1000 for the year, payable 1in
10 equal monthly installments to begin with that for the
month of August, 1933.

c. Re-election of william C. Miller, Fellow in English, for the
University year beginning August 28, 1933, at a stipend of
$850 to be paid in 9 equal monthly installments beginning
with the September 1, 1933 payment.

d. Re-election of Mrs. Ruth Ferris, Fellow in English, for the
University year beginning August 28, 1933, at a stipend of
$675 to be paid in 8 equal monthly installments beginning
with the October 1, 1933 payment.

e. Re-election of Miss Delpha wood for University year begin-
ning August 28, 1933 as Matron of Manzanita Hall, Supervisor
of the Dining Hall and teacher in Home Economics at a total
salary of $1200, to be paid $400 from University General
Funds for teaching 8 1/2 hours in the Fall and 8 hours in the
Spring semesters in Home Economics and the remaining $800
from the Dining Hall-Dormitory Funds.

President Clark recommended that the wording of the Staff Serv-
ice Annuities Plan as now in use at this University should be
amended by changing the word 12 to 15 in the 1st, 6th and 8th
paragraphs, thus conforming to the 15-year limitation of the
State law, the fully revised text of this Staff Service Annuity
Plan, originally adopted October 31, 1925 and amended January
27, 1931, June 38, 1932 and May 13, 1933, including this Tlast
amendment, to read then as follows:

UNIVERSITY OF NEVADA STAFF SERVICE ANNUITIES
As Adopted by the Board of Regents, October 31, 1925 and
As Amended January 27, 1931, June 38, 1932 and May 13, 1933

Any member of the University staff who has been in the full-time
service of the University of Nevada continuously for not less
than 15 years immediately preceding his or her retirement from
active service in this University and whose full-time salary has
been paid from funds directly under control of the Board of Re-
gents of this University may be released from active service and
may receive either from the income of any endowment fund which
may be established for this annuity purpose or from the general



funds of the University a service annuity to be granted and de-
termined in accord with the following conditions:

Provided the minimum service years above stated have been com-
pleted, retirement and service annuity, subject to the service
years above stated -

1l.a.

May be granted by the Board of Regents any time after the
person concerned shall have reached 60 years of age.

shall be granted by the Board of Regents to the President,
the Controller, the Registrar, the Superintendent of Build-
ings and Grounds, the administrative Head of any College,
School or Public Service Department or to any member of the
full-time teaching staff of the University upon the request
of the person concerned any time after that person shall
have reached the age of 65 years.

shall be granted by the Board of Regents to any staff mem-
ber not later than the end of the University year in which
the person concerned is 70 years of age, provided that this
compulsory retirement at 70 years of age need not be en-
forced against other members of the uUniversity than those
Tisted in 1.b. above.

The yearly amount of the service annuity to be paid in each
case shall be a percentage of the annual cash salary of the
person concerned, averaged for the Tast 5 years of the per-
son's active service in this University of Nevada. The
percentage in each case shall be 15% for the minimum serv-
ice time of 15 years, increased by 1% for each full-time
year of service in this University of Nevada beyond the
minimum 15 years and further increased by 1% for each 2
years of full-time service by the person concerned, in any
other University, College or Normal School, prior to the
beginning of the person's service in this University of
Nevada, provided that the upper percentage 1imit of annual
service annuity in any case shall by 25%. 1In no case shall
any service annuity granted by this University to any mem-
ber of its staff exceed the sum of $1800 per year.

Any service annuity shall cease on the date of the death of
the staff member to whom the annuity was granted.

If any member of the University staff, having been 15 full-
time years or more in service of the University, 1is per-
manently incapacitated for further regular service before
that member has reached 60 years of age, the Board of Re-



gents will be ready to give consideration to this as a
special case, possibly deserving of some service annuity
grant.

3. Each member of the teaching staff of the University who goes
on the retired list shall be given, during the remainder of
his 1ife, an emeritus ranking the same as his ranking during
his final year of service, except that such ranking shall
not carry any Deanship or Directorship or Headship of Depart-
ment. An emeritus Professor shall be a member of the uUniver-
sity faculty with voice but not with vote at faculty meet-
ings. With the consent of the active Head of the Department
concerned and of the President of the uUniversity and of the
Board of Regents, a given emeritus Professor may be permitted
to give a course or courses in the Department in which he has
emeritus ranking without additional compensation other than
his retirement annuity. 1In no case, however, shall a Profes-
sor of emeritus rank act in any administrative capacity as a
Director, Head of Department, Dean or otherwise.

4.a. 1In determining the "full-time years of service" in any case
the length of any leaves of absence formally granted by the
Board of Regents of this University shall not be counted in
the service time, neither shall such leaves of absence be
considered as breaking the continuity of service.

b. The percentage allowance for service time in other insti-
tutions than this University of Nevada shall not be effec-
tive in the case of any person who has already been granted
any form of annuity or pension for such previous service.

President Clark told the Regents of some suggestions he had made
to the University Committee he had appointed to go into the mat-
ter of annuities, and also of the threatened cut in Federal sub-
sidies to the Agricultural Experiment Station, to the A. and M.
Fund and to the Agricultural Extension Department.

Adjourned with understanding that the June meeting should be held
at 2 P.M. June 24, 1933.
